Classic Bible Memory for Primary Grades

K+ Galatians 5:13- Through love serve one another.

2nd gr+ TWhat does this mean?
We should fear and love God

Tenth Commandment

or his manservant or maidservant, his ox or donkey,
or anything that belongs to your neighbor.

workers , or animals,
or turn them against him,
but urge them to stay and do their duty.

3rdgr+ Matthew 6:25 - Seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness,
And all these things will be added to you.
Therefore do not be anxious about tomorrow, for tomorrow will be anxious for itself.
Sufficient for the day is its own trouble.
