PreK+ The Sixth Petition. And lead us not into temptation. 

3rd  gr+ What does this mean? 
God tempts no one.​
We pray in this petition that God would guard and keep us​
So that the devil, the world, and our sinful nature​
May not deceive us or mislead us​
Into false belief, despair, and other great shame and vice.​
Although we are attacked by these things,​
We pray that we may finally overcome them and win the victory.

Pray - the Lord’s Prayer, Luther’s morning or evening prayers, and the topical prayers for the day of the week 
Sing a hymn - use one of the hymns from the past Sunday, the coming Sunday, or the school year 
Benediction 
L: Let us bless the Lord. 
C: Thanks be to God. 
L: The Lord bless us, defend us from all evil, and bring us to everlasting life. 
C: Amen.
